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Famous Scientist Project
Instructions and Rubric

The purpose of the project is to create a fake Facebook page (Fakebook) of a world-famous scientist.  Use this sheet to complete your research before you begin constructing the Fakebook page and finding pictures.  When you are ready to begin, you will go to http://www.classtools.net/FB/home-page and create your Fakebook page for your scientist.
Fakebook Page Elements:

Profile Picture and Cover Photo (Top)
About Section (Top Left):
· Date of Birth (Month, day, and year)
· Birthplace (Town, city, and country)

· Hometown (Town, city, and country)

· Occupation (What did they do for a living?  Being a scientist isn’t specific enough.)

· Place of Employment (Where did they work?  Be specific.)

· Education (What university did they graduate from?  What degree did they get?)

· Relationship Status (ex. Married, single, or divorced?  With whom?)

Personal Section (Left):
· Family – Find six family members and photos of each.  Label their names and their relationship to your scientist.  For example, spouse, mom, dad, brothers, sisters, sons, daughters, etc.
· Friends – Find six famous friends and their photos.  Label their names under their pictures.  They could have lived at the same time as your scientist (contemporaries).  Ask your classmates about their scientists.  If not, use other past famous scientists that would have been friends with him/her.

· Photos – Find six photos that your scientist would have taken or may have liked.

· Favorite Music – Find 3 music styles or artists that your scientist did or may have liked.  Include photos and labels.

· Favorite Movies – Include 3 movies that your scientist may have liked.  Include pictures and labels.
· Favorite TV Shows - Include 3 TV shows that your scientist may have liked.  Include pictures and labels.  Big Bang Theory?

· Favorite Books - Include 3 books that your scientist may have read or written.  They don’t have to be about science but it would be nice if some were.  Include pictures and labels.  

· Hobbies and Interests – Find 3 things your scientist might have liked to do.  Find pictures that represent the hobbies and interests and label them.

The Wall (Right):
· Post at least six (6) significant facts on your scientist’s Wall.  These facts need to highlight important events that your historical figure is famous for.  Each comment must be about a separate event and include the date.  The comment can be from your figure or from someone associated with your figure (friends and family). 
· Feel free to include comments from friends and family on the posts.

· Also include pictures and/or videos in the posts.

Tips:

· You should first make two posts on the wall, then save.  You will asked to create a password so enter one that is easy to remember.  Then you will be given a unique address for your page.  Click on the big blue link to go back to your page.  Immediately create a bookmark so you can find your page again later.
· Save, save, save your work often.  
· Do your research first.  Include truthful and accurate information.  Use several sources.
· Be creative!  Some things you just have to make up, so have fun with it.

· Find a timeline of your scientist’s achievements.

· Use the Rubric to see exactly what you need to do to get a 100%.
